Diego especially liked winter.
At school Diego was surprised
to ynd that the students move
all around the building for
classes.

Nastia Voronina comes from

The mission of the Chisago Lakes High School “On Track” program is to help students get
caught up with the credits needed to graduate from high school on time. Students take courses
from one of two on-line curriculum programs with guidance from on site program administrator
Karen Barthol. Scott Tipping, a senior, explained
that it is a good program but the student needs to
be motivated to keep on working. Each student
works at his/her own pace, they listen to lectures,
take quizzes and do assignments. There are both
required and elective classes. Students commit
to 1 — 4 days and there is currently a waiting list.
Many of the students are like Scott who says
that in the beginning he didn’t take high school
seriously and found himself behind in credits.
He has discovered, “I want to study” and he now
plans to graduate and go onto college. While
the classes are not intended to be easier, they are
presented in a way many students ynd helpful to
their unique learning needs.
